3. All countries must pledge to an outright and immediate ban on fracking and adopt a global moratorium on new fossil fuel exploration and extraction techniques starting in 2018

4. All countries must agree to an international moratorium on new coal projects effective immediately

Please do everything in your power to advance these People’s Demands to secure a clean, safe and healthy planet for all of us.
